Million Dollar Lacrosse Tournament  

If you were to ask about the economic impact of 

sports in Johns Creek, most people would guess 

we were talking about golf or tennis. And they 

wouldn’t be wrong, but don’t overlook lacrosse. The 

Johns Creek Convention & Visitors Bureau (JC 

CVB) sure didn’t. They have worked to help bring 

back the SouthEastern Lacrosse Conference 

(SELC) Championships to Johns Creek for the past 

several years. Why you ask? “It is key to our 

mission and creates a strong economic impact in 

our community” said Heather Blanchard of the JC 

CVB. “Tourism is economic development and that 

includes sports travel.” Johns Creek has played 

host to various national and international sport 

events, but 2015 marks the 11th consecutive year that Northview High School will host the SELC Championships. 

The SELC is the largest collegiate club lacrosse conference in the United States. The tournament brings 650 players 

to the Johns Creek area along with the team coaches, fans, and booster clubs from several states for a three day 

elimination tournament. The event is open to the public and the JCCVB helps to promote the event to the area, but 

they also conduct an economic impact study with information provided by the teams who participate in the event. The 

combined direct and indirect economic impact of the three day event totals almost a million dollars, $995,998 to be 

exact.  

About the SouthEastern Lacrosse Conference & Championships - April 24th - 26th, 2015  

The SouthEastern Lacrosse Conference (SELC)  44 member colleges playing in the SELC with over 1400 players. 

Sixteen teams of those teams will be invited to the SELC Championships with eight coming from Division 1 and eight 

from Division II. Governor Deal has proclaimed the Saturday of the tournament to be “Georgia Lacrosse Day” in
